The Judgze's Thoughts

Carl Goldhazen painter, photosraber, edncator, was an smanng
Jjudps to watch in sction. He pametakingly viewed and reviewed
each enry; be sood beck and looked: he gof up close to almaost
touch the photography; he lnnched dovn to inspect every aspect of
the work. He constantly evahiated what he saw looking for meaze
confent and. in parconlar, meaning that goes bevond mers represen-
tadon. He wanted the phodo 1o not ooty be technically sound bat
also to poTray an image that wants o srprise the viewer.

After he conmpleted his judzing dutes, Carl spoke fresly abont
hiz thouwghts reparding this all-photesraphy show: noting thet he weas,
“pretty pleased with what he saw” sdding teat, “these people make
nice photes, it's 3 zood show.™ As the judge, Carl is mterested i
what the photograph offers the viewer. He spoke of photos having
many vodices; they can be namatve. journalistc. colnral morakistic,
athical abstract, esthetic snd more. According to current wends,
photopraphy that fells & story or encourages the viewesr to create 3
story is now in the meliphs He stated that be mies o sveid photo
cliches and looks for work that shows a loman fmprint secking im-
agzes that “zrab™ him  He selects photos that are evocative. He says,
“Photos are found images.” He oys todecids what the image iz
myving o schisve and then determnines how successful the attempt
was.

When acked if he applied different critenis when judzing photog-
raphy and paintngs. Carl commentad that “photosraphy is 3 linls
differens — 1t"s light reflected off actual things. A photo is 3 ma-
chine-made maze of a man-made world. Photos have a joumalistic
coHppoment and capinre a real moment in time. Paiming is more an
object becmise it can be totally invented. It's like toying to compare
apples and oranges.” He remarked that his preference would be to
Jjudpe each separstely i thelr own shows rather than have painting
and photesraphy combined in 8 smele show.

In closimgz, Carl commmented that he believes that any process o
technique that successfully enhances the image i= perfectdy accept-
able bt if the technical snbancement overshadows the meaning of
the imaze he finds it unaccepalde. He feels tharit's not the sabject
matter or the techmigques wead but rather the overall emd reanlt dhat i
cructal o the maccess of the photograph

He has tansht pumerous watercolor workshops
throughont the US and Canada, and 1s 8 Siznsmore member of the
Nanonal Watercolor Seciery, Transparent Watercolor Soctery of
Arperica, and others. He has been published in many promuinent art
magazines over the years, and has served as a judze n many juned
exhibitons throughout the nation. Frank has also won several awarnds
with kus paintings, including tsking nd prize in the Artist's hlags-
ame's 2001 ant competiton ouf of 11800 entries.
