This summer we welcome 260 children
ages 6-14 over six weeks to our annual Art Adventure Camp. The camp has
become so popular that it sells out the first week registration opens! The energy
the kids bring to the Arts Center is one of the high points of the year. Our camp
is run jointly with the Town of Ocean City’s Recreation & Parks Dept., and has
been a part of our summer programming for
over a dozen years. Each week of camp, 44
children explore a variety of mediums, and
visiting artists provide new experiences. The
week culminates in an art exhibit, and a big
part of the experience are the new friends the
campers make each summer.

This year, we are proud to offer six camp
scholarships to deserving students from
each of the Worcester County elementary

memorable and impactful, especially as so many are still recovering from the
effects caused by isolation from Covid.
